Notes from Edie Rider - Oct 2010

I was able to find a town called Centerville which is currently located in Fairfax County but was originally located in Loundoun County.  There was a Tavern there that was run by William Carr which was on a small stream.  Possibly they had a mill that there as well given that he also ran a nearby store.  There appears to have been a "Turnpike Road" leading from the Northwest territory to the East.  Rt 29 is the current route that runs through the Blue Ridge Mountains east toward Washington DC.  (side note: I live in the Blue Ridge Mountains with Route 29 being my main route to anywhere)
